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SETUP 1-2-3 with X-10 boxes

1. Power will be connected to the turnstile as described in your turnstile-wiring diagram.

2. Connect the cable provided by Coral Springs Software to the serial port in the back of the computer.

3. Connect the other end of that cable to the X10 Powerflash module, and plug into an electrical outlet.

4. Connect the wire from the Input Switch contact on the turnstile to the X10 Universal Module, and plug into an electrical outlet that’s on the same circuit as the Powerflash module. 

5. We recommend that your electrician also install an override switch for the front counter to open the turnstile in case of emergency.

If needed, the electrician may need to add in a timer to delay the amount of time the door remains open before locking again.

QuikCheK settings:

From the Workstation with the door/turnstile opener. Log into QUIKCHEK Setup. Open Workstation, MmgmtHdwe, and select COM1 in the ‘Com port for door opener’ selection box. Click on MMgmtMisc on the left, and put a check mark in ‘Door opener Active’. Close QUIKCHEK and go to the Check-in screen. Place a check mark in ‘Auto Checkin’, swipe a card through your swiper, (make sure the member is green!) their picture should show up in the Hold bin, and the door/turnstile should open.

X-10 notes/settings:
X-10 Powerflash Module - 
will be connected to the computer with a cable supplied by Coral Springs Software.


You run the cable from the computers serial port, to the Powerflash module.  

X-10 Universal Module  - 
will connect to the turnstile with a wire made by your electrician. Run the 


wire from the dry contact on the turnstile(power button) to the universal module.

Powerflash and Universal modules should both be set to same code letters on the black and red dials.

Universal module - set to momentary and either sounder and relay or relay only.

Pwerflash module - set to A and 1
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To check the speed and test the system

Pressing the ON button on the Universal module should immediately open door/turnstile.

Pressing the Test button on the PowerFlash module should also immediately open door/turnstile.
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Special cable supplied by Coral Springs Software.





When the member swipes their membership card a signal is sent out the serial port of the computer. The signal is received by the Powerflash X-10 box and sent through your electrical system to the Universal X-10 box. The second X-10(Universal box) then sends the signal to release the turnstile/door opener.











Our cable info: 


Pin 5 is used for ground


Pin 7 is used for signal





2 Cables are used.  Both cables/wires are low voltage. We provide 1 cable and (2)X10 boxes (Powerflash and Universal module)











Signal is sent from one X-10 box to the other through your electrical circuit.





All electrical signals are LOW VOLTAGE
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
