Decoder Box Profiles and Port definitions – M2000
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MS9520 Programming document

This will only be used if you have the MS9520 wand that connects to the Decoder box. This sheet MUST be scanned first prior to scanning the 40 decoder box barcodes on the next few pages.  YOU MUST WAIT 5 SEONDS BETWEEN SWIPING BOTH CODE BYTE 0’S AND CODE BYTE 1. The scanner is programming itself during this process please give it time.  If you do not have an MS9520 handheld wand then do not use this sheet!

Decoder Box Programming Instructions

(DO NOT USE UNTIL YOU HAVE SPOKEN WITH A TECHNICIAN)

If you think your decoder box has lost its programming, please follow these troubleshooting steps first. 

1. Make sure QuikCheK is closed when you perform these steps. 

2. Disconnect each cable one at a time from the decoder box, then wait 3 seconds and reattach. 

3. Restart your computer and try your swiper or scanner again. If the swiper is still not working properly continue with the steps below.

4. Cut out each square.

5. You must scan the squares in numerical order. (They are numbered across the top).

6. Make sure you get a beep (or a series of beeps) after “swiping” each bar code square. If you do not get a beep then swipe the same square again until it beeps. The first barcode should beep 3 times and the rest 2 times.

7. When you are finished swiping all numbers, open QuikCheK and try your scanner. If you still have problems call tech support at 800-827-2567.
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The laser handheld wand will plug into this port.





The barcode slot reader will plug into this port.





The credit card magstripe reader will plug into this port.





The power light will be green when you start your computer.





There is no external power needed for the decoder box. The box gets its power from the keyboard port on the computer.





This port is used by Computer Outfitters to program the decoder box.





A 6in. cable will connect the keyboard to this port.





A 3ft. cable and 6in. cable will attach from here to the keyboard port on the back of the computer.
